Dennis Dialogue:

~ Have you given any thought to how the world and the church have changed in the past fifty years? It
Is obvious that we live in adifferent world than we did fifty years ago. It isjust asobviousthat in
spite of all the changes many churches are till operating on a 1950's model for doing church.

Ministers have always and | might add, will always be, expected to be the spiritual |eaders of their
congregations. In most churches there is aso a strong anticipation of the minister visiting. In some
congregations, the expectation is just as strong about visiting in the home as in the hospital. Minis-
ters are expected to preach, teach and disciple members, and many people would expect their pastor
to model alifestyle that reflects the best of Christian Faith. (Practice what you preach.) | believe that most churches want
their minister to be a person of prayer, faith and hope who inspires and motivates them to live Christian lives. Finaly, |
believe one of the core expectations for ministersisthat they be available to hear the pain in people’s lives and to main-
tain strict confidentiality about those matters. These have been and always will be core expectations of ministers as they
serve congregations. Ministers today can anticipate that all of the above expectations will be waiting for them as they are
called to serve churches.

However, as with the context, the expectations around ministry have undergone radical change. Even core expectations
around ministerial performance are very different than just afew yearsago. Leadership isone of the areas that has un-
dergone change. The minister is no longer expected to be just the spiritual leader, but avision caster, a staff supervisor,
financial manager, technology specialist and resident consultant/expert on awide variety of social and political issues.
Even the old staple of visiting is very different. Fifty years ago you were sent to the hospital for any tests, minor injuries
or even a complete physical. Today, when the pastor goes to the hospital it is almost always to see people who are criti-
cally ill and often dying. The time consumed is enormous. | know of several pastors who can be found at the hospitals
four and five days aweek. The emotional impact on the minister can be staggering, unless he has had substantial clini-
cal training. It is often difficult for the minister to know whom to visit at home these days. Some people would want
their pastor to come by every week and spend time with them while others only want him to come when invited.

The area of pastoral counsdling is also very different than it used to be. Today the pastor is expected to be skilled in ba-
sic counseling areas such as family and marriage, life and death, financial and debt management, adol escent issues and a
myriad of moral questions and problems. Today’s minister can have huge blocks of time consumed in trying to help
people make it through life.

The minister being an active part of the community at large, is also amajor expectation of many churchestoday. Often
ministers are encouraged to be involved in community business clubs, sports programs, socia organizations and govern-
mental agencies. Serving as a board member or atrusteeis afrequent request of ministerstoday. The church used to be
acenter of community activity, now it isa part of the larger community and its ministers are often engaged in many dif-
ferent groups at once.

Last, but not least, is the expectation regarding the use of time of ministerstoday. Many ministers work sixty hours per
week as an average, with seventy and eighty not that unusual. They are on call twenty-four hours a day and seven days a
week. Even vacations are subject to interruption and termination by a death or other crisisin the church. Personal time
israre and family time often has to be delayed because of the next meeting or emergency. Sunday, even though a day of
rest, is often the minister’ slongest and busiest day of the week.

Ministry isacaling, and those who answer that call, know full well that the expectations are high. They willingly come
to serve and to give their all. The church should examine and reflect on the expectations it has of its ministers and deter-

mine if they are reasonable or need some moderation.

| want to share some highlights from the Bivocational Conference at Caraway. Our main speaker was Ken Hol-
land who serves as Consultant/Strategist for the Church Planting Team of the Baptist State Convention of North
Carolina.

There are about 100 new churches planted each year in North Carolina. The main emphasisis knowing your
target group and studying demographics to reach people. Pastors and churches reach the same kind of people that we are.

The other main emphasisin churchesis small groups. "Small groups are the primary place where spiritual and life transformation
takes place." Most churches plan a calendar and budget but not a strategy for reaching the community. Andy Stanley was quoted
referencing vision, "When your memories exceed your dreams, the end is near.”

Ever wonder why people are not in church? In asurvey, 53% listed the reason they were not in church was because the church was
judgmental and not friendly. The most important aspect of the church from those on the outside is to be welcoming. 24% stated the
next most important factor for not attending church was because they had to @ress up©

It was noted by our conference speaker that we report more professions of faith than we do baptisms. This indicates we do not have
an effective strategy of discipleship.
