Dennis’  Dialogue: 
 

“ The Extraordinary Ordinary”  
“And there were in the same country shepherds abiding in the field, 

 keeping watch over their flock by night.”  Luke 2:8 
 

It was an ordinary night out on the hillside.  Men doing the work their fathers before them 
had done for countless days — the third shift, watching and protecting their sheep.  They 
took their job seriously, but for granted.  It wasn’ t like there were hourly threats to their 
charges.  Even stealing sheep was rarely attempted.  The routine was numbing and the 

hours crept by. 
 
Down in the valley the tiny village slept, crushed by the influx of a current generation coming to pay their 
taxes.  Even though pushed into the stable, the birth of the young couple’s first child was seemingly only one 
of thousands that day.  In the ordinary passing of time, people lived out their lives.  
  
This was about to change!  Angels began to sing, and suddenly the world was turned upside down.  God chose 
to break into the ordinary lives of men and women and make His Presence known.   The moment  
became electric, charged with the awareness of the activity of God.  Some define extraordinary as the  
inconceivable or remarkable, and ordinary as normal or usual. Surely this was an extraordinary moment in 
time.

Ponder the Earth itself, a lone blue marvel in our  
universe; a world teeming with innumerable life.  
 
We miss the point when we fail to see the extraordinary ordinary.  What is accomplished when God  
transforms the ordinary into the extraordinary?  The old becomes new. Death becomes life.  The broken are 
healed, the lost are found, the addict is set free, and the hopeless find purpose and meaning.  Salvation brings 
the power to change lives so they may fully develop and reach their potential.  
  
The purpose of what God did two thousand years ago was to bring the extraordinary to our ordinary lives.  
Every day is a miracle for us to experience and explore.  Every breath is a gift of life and holds the  
profound truth that He is our breath of life. 
 
This Christmas, celebrate the ordinary days of your living, for they are an extraordinary gift made possible by 
that pivotal moment in history when God gave us His Son. The challenge is not to live for the coming of an 
annual celebration of Christmas but to discover the Christmas gift opening in our daily lives.

This offering provides about half of the funds for 
missionary salaries, their living accommodations, 
and funds for the supplies that they need in their 
work. These dedicated servants of the Lord deserve 
our prayers and support so they can reach the most 
people possible with the Good News. 
 
As missionary organizations, congregations, and  
individuals participate in the Season of Prayer for 
International Missions, let us pray that they will 
share generously of their means. 
 
PRAY 
 
1. That more churches and individuals will partici-

pate in the Season of Prayer. 
2. That people will give generously so that the mul-

titudes of lost people in the world may hear that 
Jesus saves. 

3. Daily for each of the missionaries featured during 
the Season of Prayer. 

4. Each day for an international missionary that you 
know, have heard speak, or have read about. 

5. Pray that you will be willing to spend time pray-
ing for missions and to be willing to give of your 
financial means to help lost people hear the mes-
